-Definition of  the tourism: 

     The concept of tourism, according to the International Labor Organization, 

refers to the activity carried out by people traveling, or who are in places outside 

their original environment for a period not exceeding one year in a row, in order to 

spend leisure time, or for shopping, or to do some commercial work, or to do other 

things. Another personality: The tourism sector includes hotels, resorts, tourist 

camps, restaurants, cafes, libraries, tourist guides, information offices, tourist 

guidance, and other matters according to the nature of each country. The local 

tourist is defined as the person residing in his country and visiting places in the 

country. In it, an international tourist is defined as a person who resides in a 

country other than his home country for a period of not less than one night.

-Types of Tourism: 
-According to the criterion of political borders:  

-Domestic tourism: which is the movement of individuals within the political borders of 

their country of origin, and World Tourism Organization research indicates that seventy 

percent to eighty percent of total global tourism spending is from domestic tourism. 

-Foreign tourism: which is the movement of individuals outside the borders of their 

country of origin. 

-According to the number criterion:  

-Individual tourism: which is carried out by only one tourist, or accompanied by his 

family, and is at his own expense. 

-Group tourism: which is carried out by a group of people linked by a relationship of 

collegiality at work, personal friendship, or something else. 

-According to the criterion of the reason for tourism: 

-Cultural tourism: It includes visiting archaeological and cultural monuments, and 

other cultural matters. 

-Sports tourism: which is traveling to watch sports matches of various types.  

-Medical tourism: which is travel for the sake of treatment for the diseases that the 

tourist suffers from. Religious tourism, which includes visiting religious sites.  

-Religious tourism: which includes visiting religious sites.
