In 1935, Pitman B. Potter defined international organization as
"an association or union of nations established or recognized by
them for the purpose of realizing a common end". He distinguished
between bilateral and multilateral organizations on one end and

customary or conventional organizations on the other end.
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Another definition of international organizations

An international organization, also known as an
intergovernmental organization or an international institution, is an
organization that is established by a treaty, or is an instrument
governed by international law and possessing its own legal
personality, such as the United Nations (UN), the World Health
Organization (WHO), Save the Children International (SCI), and
NATO.
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International organizations are composed of primarily member
states, but may also include other entities, such as other

international  organizations, firms, and nongovernmental

organizations. Additionally, entities (including states) may hold

BEEERER status.
