—Fields of investment in tourism :

1.The field of tourist accommodation: It includes hotels, motels, tourist houses, rest
houses, tourist complexes, tourist cities and villages, tourist and tourist apartments,
tourist offices, tourist camps... etc.

2. The field of services and entertainment: It includes cafes, tourist restaurants, public
parks, various promotional centers and gyms, electronic game halls, swimming pools,
and a recovery center, in addition to the field of mobile tourism through many events
such as circuses, artistic events, exhibitions, and specialized festivals.

3. The field of establishing and developing cultural centers: It includes museums,
libraries, exhibition halls, theaters, cinema, cultural forums, art festivals, poetry
festivals, and artistic and administrative competitions. In this field, the importance of
distinguishing between the following matters should be noted:

A . Inherited cultural heritage, which constitutes an important tourist attraction for
foreign expatriates, especially with regard to some scientific innovations, such as some
architectural designs, old schools and universities, old hospitals, as well as the remains
of historical monuments, ancient forts, statues, and archaeological paintings, In
addition to all other buildings that represent a cultural and scientific heritage for the
community concerned.

B . The customs and traditions prevailing in society, which give a special advantage to
different groups that recognize folklore, and this in turn will be no less important than
any other tourist attraction, such as Samba, the China Folklore Festival, and flower
festivals in some European countries.

C. Recent developments in local culture and in this field must distinguish cases of
Innovation and originality so that they can be represented as an important tourist
attraction.



4. The field of antiquities and manuscripts: It is necessary to conduct a
comprehensive survey of all archaeological sites and points in the country and
work to protect them, in addition to providing the necessary shelter centers and
Infrastructure services, paying attention to manuscripts, and contacting
specialized universities and colleges as well as other research and scientific
centers, as well as adopting an appropriate marketing and promotional policy
for the purpose of promoting and directing The actual existing demand, In
addition to stimulating the latent tourism demand through this policy.

5. Religious sites: It is necessary to pay serious attention to preserving the
sanctity of these sites. There is no doubt that the role of Internet networks will
be clearly defined and influential in this field, and tourism offices and agencies
will also have an effective role in this regard inside and outside the country.

6. The field of summer and winter tourism: It is considered one of the most
Important investment opportunities and available fields. Investments are often
directed towards this field and the provision of all promotional and
entertainment services appropriate for this type of tourism, in addition to
Investing in the shores of rivers, streams and lakes and exploiting small islands,
areas of marshes, swamps, forests and jungles. Desert areas, oases and
groundwater springs, which leads to raising the level of desert tourism and wild
hunting In its various forms.
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7. The field of sports competitions of various types, fields and levels,
whether at the international, regional or global level.

8. The field of establishing and developing advanced health centers.

9. The field of transportation, communications and communications.10.
The field of tourism promotion, media and marketing.

11. The field of tourism statistics and survey: It includes expenditures
allocated for the purposes of tourism surveying, preparing tourism and
hotel statistics, and contracting with international organizations In this
field.

12. The field of tourism management: It includes constructing, leasing, and
maintaining buildings designated for tourism departments, their offices,
and administrative work requirements.

13. The field of manufacturing goods, materials and devices that serve
tourism activity.
