What is The international responsibility?
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States are liable for breaches of their obligations, provided that

the breach is attributable to the state itself. A state is responsible for
BIRECHNVIBIRABRS of international law—e.g., the breach of a treaty or

the violation of another state’s territory
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A state also is liable for breaches EOHIMMEd by its internal
Institutions, however they are defined by its domestic law; by

entities and persons exercising governmental authority; and by

persons acting under the direction or control of the state.
