1)-Buying and Selling home and the need a lawyer:

Purchasing property in Algeria involves several steps to ensure

legal compliance:

1.Verification of documents: Prospective buyers must verify the

authenticity of the property documents, ensuring no

encumbrances or legal disputes.

2.Sales agreement: A preliminary sales agreement, known as

the ”Promesse de Vente”, is signed by both parties, detailing the

terms of the transaction.

3.Notarial deed: The transaction is formalized through a

notarial deed, executed in the presence of a notary who ensures
that all legal requirements are met. This deed is then registered

with the Land Conservation Office.



4. Transfer of ownership: The final step involves the transfer of

ownership and updating the property registry to reflect the new

OWner.
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-The role of each step :

-Buyers : must make a down payment on the home so the owner
will take it off the market. An ""escrow’" account holds the down
payment until the buyer and seller complete negotiations.

Usually, the buyer must place money in escrow before they



apply for a mortgage or make other negotiations on the price of

the home.
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-Obtaining a mortgage : To get a mortgage loan, the new owner

gives the lender ownership as collateral against the home loan.
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-A real estate purchase : It includes a title search. This confirms

that the current owner has the right to sell the property and that
no one else has bought it or has a judgment lien against it. New
buyers should get title insurance if there is legal action
following the sale.
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-Real Estate Closing : The purchase agreement is the most

important part of the real estate closing. The new homebuyer



and the attorney should review the purchase contract carefully
to ensure that everything discussed during negotiations is
included in the agreement. When signing a real estate contract
and handing over property or the closing costs for a new home,

you should have an attorney present.
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-Post-Purchase Legal Needs : Sometimes, after you've closed

on your house, you may still need an attorney. Real estate

lawyers can help with many other property-related needs.
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Foreclosure: If you run into financial difficulties and can't

keep up with your mortgage payments, the lender has the right
to foreclose on the property. Before they come and take the land,
banks give owners many opportunities to pay the debt, including
refinancing and alternate payment plans.
