School drop-outs expose the educational system and its institutions, including schools, to
increasing pressure that may affect students' perseverance and motivation for success and
may lead some of them to drop out of school, [1] which is reflected in the student's dropout
failure in social integration which in turn reduces his chances of success in many areas of his
life. [2] The reasons for dropping out of school are some of the reasons why students drop
out of school: The student's background and environment to the student's environment and
background, which play an important role in increasing or reducing the likelihood of school
drop-outs. Students from low-income families are more likely to drop out of school than
middle-income students and students from high-income families.
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Student's problems * low level of educational achievement and learning difficulties.

The student's recourse to work during this stage due to the poverty or low income of
the family.

Problems in the school environment alienate the student from the school and do
not feel that he belongs to it. The student was subjected to moral and physical
punishment by teachers. The student felt the distinction between students by

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School dropout types
Dropout types according to the study are divided into:

dropout from school: i.e. the student never goes to school. [3]

Drop-out before the end of the course: The student is separated from the school before [4]
the completion of the current course, often due mainly to the student's failure at the
current stage.



Drop-out at the end of the course: The student must complete a specific course and not [5]
enroll at the next stage.
