Based on your reading of George Orwell’s Animal Farm, answer of the following questions:

1. Does Animal Farm truly challenge anthropocentrism, or does it simply replace humans with human-like animals who continue to dominate other species and the land?
2. How does Orwell's use of allegory restrict the possibility of "ambient poetics" or a deep sense of non-human situatedness?

3. Does Animal Farm represent nature as a binary opposite to culture, or does it suggest that all life forms are interlinked ecologically rather than economically?

4. Is there any moment in the novella where a character truly "becomes animal" in a positive, ecocritical sense, or does the novel reinforce a human-centered hierarchy?

5. Does an ecocritical reading of Animal Farm help us think differently about power, labor, and land, and what would a genuinely ecological, democratic farm look like?
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
