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General introduction to urgent administrative justice
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Urgent justice is based on achieving rapid and temporary judicial
protection for rights and legal positions threatened by imminent
danger. This judicial protection is generally embodied in the form of
DFGERBBIERHS that include taking urgent measures that do not affect

or the subject of those rights and legal

positions.
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justifications for urgency and the convening of this urgent court,
and in accordance with succinct, exceptional procedures that fall
outside the scope of the ordinary judiciary, which is characterised
by the normal course of litigation procedures and the slowness of
the deadlines for adjudicating them.
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The administrative judge is required to ensure a true
balance between the independence of the administration from the
ISR and ensuring its discretionary power on the one hand, and

the of citizens' rights and freedoms within

constitutional and legal legitimacy, in a ISR

before harm occurs and in order to remedy it, pending the final

decision on the matter by the trial judge.
