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An urgent lawsuit in administrative courts is a lawsuit

filed before an FNINSHGINGIEOEN \ith the aim of

obtaining a swift judicial ruling in the event of a danger
requiring rapid intervention, prior to a ruling on the origin of

the dispute.
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What is the difference between ordinary and urgent
judiciary?
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RECUEEEBEN consider substantive cases and

adjudicate on the origin of the lawsuit, which takes longer.

Urgent judiciary, on the other hand, specialize in cases

requiring [EINDEIGIEEIIEE \vithout affecting the origin of

the dispute. This is done to prevent serious harm or address

an urgent mater.
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
