As in all contracts, international agreements are the result
of the parties” mutual consent. Subject to compliance with
PUBNEIBENGY, the parties are therefore free to include any
clauses they wish. These clauses are essential for ensuring
compliance with relevant laws and regulations, protecting
AORE and obligations, setting clear expectations, and

avoiding or minimising POtentialidisputes between involved

parties.
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However, to ensure the legal security of international

contracts and minimise HISPUEEY in the future, it is necessary

to pay proper GHENNON to each clause in the contract,



including boilerplate clauses, and KEyAIEMents that make up

a cross-border contract.
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
