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1-Definition of Criminal law:

The ciminal law is the body of law that relates to crime. It regulates
social conducts and proscribes whatever is threating and harmful or
endangering to the property, health, moral welfare of people.It includes

the punishment of criminals who violate the laws and commit crimes.
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2-The elements of the criminal law :

Every crime is composed of criminal elements which are:



-Capital punishment: may be imposed in some legal systems for the most

Serious crimes.

-Physical or Corporal punishment: may be imposed such as: whipping or

caning, although these punishments are prohibited in much of the countries.

Individuals may be incarcerated in prison or jail, confinement may be
solitary, lengh of incarceration may vary from a day to life, house arrest may
be imposed, and the convicts may be required as a part of probation regim,
fines also may be imposed, seizing money or a property from a convicted

person.
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3-Obijectives of the Criminal law :

-Retribution: The most important goal of the Criminal law is to put the

criminal in suffer position, in order to prevent him to repeat the same crime.

-Deterrence: Individuals deterrence is aimed to impose a sufficient penalty to

discourage the offender from criminal behaviours.



-Incapacitation: Aimes to keep criminals away from society in order to

protect the society from their misconduct.

-Rehabilitation: Aimes at transforming the offender into a valuable and good

citizen of the society and to repair the offender, by providing the offender
with the education and the professional formation that help him to find a job

after going out the prison.

-Achieve the justice: Aimes to compensate the harm of the victim by the

offender.
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
