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1-Types of leqgal rules :

The law is intended to organize society and the relationship between

its members. It needs to be respected. Therefore, it must be imposed
mandatory, legal rules are divided into several sections, according to
their degree of compulsory power, any rule is mandatory, but this
binding force is likely to be broken. There is two types of legel rules :

Mandatory, Suplemental, Procedural, Substantive rules.
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1-The Mandatory" rule, and the ""Suplemental’" rule :

a-Definition of the Mandatory and the Suplemental rules:

-The Mandatory rules( Imperative or Compulsory rules) :

They are a group of rules, which are related to the entity of the state and its
interests, the rights of the persons and their essential common interests. That
is called the Public Order, and the Public Morals, which the individuals are
not permissible to agree with contavention of its provision. Thus, the rules
which determinate the provision of the civil legal capacity is " Imperative"

(Compulsory, Mandatory).
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-The Suplemental rules (Suppressive or Complementary rules) :




They are a group of rules which, regulate the person’s interests, but don’t
relate to the state’s essential interests. The persons are permissible to agree
with contavention of its provision, This is not its meaning that the suplemental
or the suppressive rules are not compulsory, even the persons must respect it,

when its conditions of application area existing.
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b-The distenction between the the ""Mandatory" rule, and the

"'Suplemental® rule :

We can distiguish between the ""Mandatory™ rule, and the "'Suplemental*'

rule :

-The Mandatory rule is a legal rule that can’t be disregarded, especially by an
agreement or a convention between two parties. It applies on everyone, because
its nature is related to Public Order and Public Morals. Wheras the
Suplemental rule is a rule of law that can be waived by an agreement or a
convention between two parties, including by a convention that explicity

stipulate or otherwise not in accordance with its content.

-The Suplemental rule is a Mandatory rule as well, but it can be rejected by the
subjects or persons of law if they agree to change it. In fact, they only apply if
the subjects of law expressed no particular desire for the organization of the

situation.

-The Mandatory rule is a rule of a public order and public morals, the

Suplemental rule don’t apply in such way.



-Mandatory or prohibitive rules are those rules that individuals are obligated
to respect, and they may not deviate from them by their own agreements.
Supplementary rules are rules that they may deviate from by their own
agreement, but they are binding on them, and the judge must apply them to

them if they do not agree otherwise.

-Mandatory rules and supplementary rules represent two main types of legal
rules. Mandatory rules are imposed on individuals and cannot be deviated from
by agreement, as they aim to protect public order and public morals.
Supplementary rules, on the other hand, are rules that individuals can agree
to deviate from, and they complement their will when there is no agreement to

deviate from them.
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2-The'" Procedural''rule, and the ""Substantive" rule:

a-Definition of the Procedural and the Substantive rules:

-The Procedural or Adjective rule:

Governs the machinery by which substantive law is applied (The rules of
Evidence and procedure in civil and criminal courts). It defines the ways in
which the rights may be exercised. It means that the procedural rules are all
rules that take the necessary measures to enforce the law, it includes : the Civil
and Administrative Procedures Code, and the Criminal Procedures Code.
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-The Substantive rule:

It defines the rights and duties of the persons subject to it. It means that the
Substantive rule is that part of law which createsand defines and regulates

rights, it is that which creates duties, rights and obligations.
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b-The distenction between the the " Procedural ' rule, and the

"'Substantive rule"" :




-The procedural rule of law is concerned with the necessary measures needed
to enforce the substantive rules of law. As an example : The Criminal
procedure Code is a set of Procedural rules applied to execute the Substantive

rules of the Criminal or penal Law.

- Substantive law is the body of laws that govern how members of a society
behave. It contrasts with procedural law, which is the set of procedures for
establishing, administering, and enforcing substantive law. Substantive law
defines rights and responsibilities in civil law and crimes and punishments in

criminal law.

-Substantive law addresses rights, obligations, and duties, such as corporate
law and commercial papers. Procedural law, on the other hand, teaches you
how to access your rights—that is, the procedures for obtaining them, starting
with how to file a complaint, register it, and object, all the way to judgment,

such as criminal procedures and pleadings in defense of rights.
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
