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First: The bodies responsible for managing the tourist property at the

central level:

The legislator assigned it to guardianship bodies responsible for direct
management of the tourist property in order to protect and exploit it, as we
find several administrative bodies centralized working on the management of

the tourist property, starting from the Ministry of Tourism, which is the main



starting point for the tourism sector and is the activity based on the tourist
property and centered on it, as well as the National Tourism Development
Agency, which is considered the management of the tourist property, because
it is the one that works to grant investment licenses in tourist real estate. In
addition, there are some administrative bodies responsible for the
management of tourist real estate, such as the National Tourism Office, the
National Tourism Office, and the National Committee for Facilitating

Tourism Activities.
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A-The Ministry of Tourism and Handicrafts:

The Ministry of Tourism and Handicrafts is considered the first
administrative body managing tourist real estate. It carries out its work
through a designated minister (Minister of Tourism), as the codifier included
the powers of the Minister of Tourism through Executive Decree No. 03-75,
as the Minister in charge of Tourism, within the framework of government
policy, supervises programs in the field of tourism and mineral baths and is
responsible for monitoring their progress and the extent of respect for the

applicable legal regulations. The minister's duties and powers are evident in



managing the tourist property in coordination with various ministerial
sectors involved in:
-Propose strategic elements for the sustainable development of tourism and
ensure their follow-up.
- Proposing tools for tourism development and measures related to obtaining
and monitoring tourist and tourist property, as well as preserving the tourist
and hotel heritage.
-Ensuring the implementation of standardization and accreditation tools and
monitoring the tourism and hotel activities that constitute the tourist
property. The Minister of Tourism is responsible for implementing the tools
for preparing the tourist property and obtaining and monitor it.
-Ensuring the implementation of measures to preserve the tourist, hotel,
Hama and climate heritage, in contact with the relevant sectors, through:
-Study and propose measures aimed at facilitating obtaining tourist real
estate.
-Knowing the conditions for preparing and maintaining expansion areas and
tourist sites.
-Initiating actions aimed at preserving the tourism, hotel and underground
bath waters heritage.
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B: National Tourism Development Agency:

The National Agency was established by Executive Decree No. 70-98 of
February 21, 1998. The agency has a financially independent legal
personality and is the main specialized tool responsible for the
management, development, preservation and rational exploitation of
tourist real estate. It is the primary factor charged with implementing the
national policy for sustainable tourism development. As it is at the disposal
of the Minister in charge of Tourism, and ensures the protection of tourist
property and tourist expansion areas.

It is specialized in granting the concession to the investor in tourist real
estate after preparing detailed programs around it. The tasks of this agency
become clearer in some points regarding the tourist property in the
following points:

- Upgrading and promoting tourism expansion areas and ensuring the

provision and establishment of public facilities.



- Applying the right of first refusal to every property located within
expansion areas and tourist expansion sites.
-Creating, managing and developing an information bank for tourist real
estate.
- Preparing approved lands that serve tourism investment.
-ldentifying new tourist expansion areas and sites and giving them the
status they deserve.
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C- National Tourism Office:

The National Tourism Office was created by Presidential Decree No. 02-
479 establishing the National Tourism Office. Article 26 of Law No. 01-03
relating to the sustainable development of tourism states: “Tourism

promotion is considered a public benefit and is the responsibility of the



state.” In this regard, tourism promotion receives all forms of aid and
support from the state and regional groups. The “National Tourism Office”
undertakes the task of framing tourism promotion, and determines the basic
law, its organization, and its tasks through regulation. We see that the
promotion task was assigned to the National Tourism Office. The “National
Tourism Council” is established pursuant to Presidential Decree 02-479, in
which it is tasked with expressing its opinion on the national tourism policy
and proposing all measures and tools that would encourage the development

and promotion of tourism activities. The tasks of this council are as follows:

-Determine support work to protect tourism resources with all its

components located on the tourist property.

-Periodic evaluation of the development of the tourism situation.

- Expressing an opinion on files related to tourism activities presented by
the Minister regarding tourist real estate.

-Encouraging the promotion of tourism, especially the field of activities
located on tourist property.

-Periodic evaluation of the development of the tourism situation.

- Expressing an opinion on files related to tourism activities presented by the

Minister regarding tourism real estate.
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D- The National Committee for Facilitating Tourism Activities:

It encourages the promotion of tourism, especially the field of activities
located on the tourist property. The first article of the decree states: 94-39
(A national committee shall be established by the Minister in charge of
Tourism to facilitate tourism activities, and its tasks shall be to propose all
actions that enable the improvement of the processes associated with
controlling tourist activity and movements. The committee shall be
responsible for the following:

-Facilitating the growth of national and international tourism flows.

- Improving the living conditions of tourists through better care and
coordination between the interests related to tourism activity, such as
transportation, media, and communication, as well as ensuring the
protection and security of tourists in areas designated for tourism, such as

real estate geography, that need this.



-Provide proposals for the protection of artistic, cultural and historical
heritage, and the protection, investment and exploitation of real estate
natural resources.
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H-The National Committee for Tourism and Travel Agencies:

It is responsible for proposing regulatory measures that are necessary for
the development of tourism, especially those tourism activities located on
tourist property. The National Committee for Tourism and Travel Agencies
is one of the bodies managing tourist real estate, as it was organized by the
legislator in accordance with Executive Decree No.: 2000-47, where the
National Committee undertakes many tasks, represented in the following:
-Study requests for establishing and exploiting tourism and travel agencies
and their branches that are presented to it by the Minister in charge of
tourism and expressing his opinion on it, as in this capacity the National

Committee is charged with the following:



-Study every special issue, and urge every measure related to the
procedures and status of facilities and means associated with tourism and

travel agencies.
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Second: The bodies responsible for managing the tourist property

at the local level:

These bodies are represented by the governor, state tourism directorates,
as well as the technical committee for underground bath waters tourism

and travel agencies located at the level of each province.
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A-The Governor of the Wilaya:

The Governor’s intervention in his major role in managing the tourist
property is highlighted by the fact that he is the only body legally authorized

to issue the decision to grant the concession, which receives approval from



the National Tourism Development Agency, as stated in Decree 03-02, as he

Is the holder of the decision to grant the concession after sending the

concession file to the State Directorate of State Properties.
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B-State Tourism Directorates:

Decree 05-216, which includes organized the establishment of the Tourism
Directorate for the state, where the tourism directorates at the local level
manage the tourist property, through the following:

-Initiating every measure that would create a suitable and stimulating
environment for the development of tourism and local activities. -Integrating
tourism activities into regional and urban development tools, and valuing
tourism expansion sites.

-Directing tourism investment projects and following them up in contact with
the relevant bodies.

Ensuring oversight and respect for the legislative and regulatory provisions
governing tourism and tourist activities. -Ensuring the implementation of the
equipment and management budget for tourism expansion areas within its
jurisdiction.

- Collecting, analyzing and distributing information related to tourism
activities, and preparing cards and documents related to the local tourism and

tourism capabilities of tourism expansion areas.
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C-Tourism quide:

It is called a tour guide, and it is the internal ambassador of the country,
where it is based on providing tourists with general information about the
places based on the tourist property in that region, including historical,
cultural, and touristic recreational sites and monuments, as it is a mobile
media tool that helps indirectly promote the country through dealing with
tourists. Where the Algerian codifier made it Decree: 06-224, through which
the activity of a tourist guide is included, as we find that Article 02 of it
defined it as: Every natural person who accompanies national or foreign
tourists is considered a guide in tourism permanently or seasonal for a fee,
on the occasion of tourist trips or organized travel and outings on public
transport vehicles on the public road, in museums, memorials, historical

monuments and cultural sheds.
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D- Local tourism and travel agencies:

Tourism and travel agencies exist at the local level, and they open
branches or several branches according to Executive Decree No.: 2000-48,
which specified this throughout the entire national territory. They are
present at the level of every state or municipality present in the territory of
states that especially have archaeological sites. Their tasks are to coordinate
and transport tourists to trips to special areas, in that area is considered
archaeological or historical, as it is considered a tourist destination par
excellence. t is considered a tourist destination par excellence due to the
areas formed to attract it, and this is what makes its operation dependent on
the bodies concerned with the affairs related to organizing and coordinating

this work.
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
